e Corcovado and Sugar Loaf - One of the Seven Wonders of the World, the
magnificent Christ the Redeemer, the iconic statue on top of Corcovado Hill, Rio’s most
famous landmark. The Corcovado Hill is part of the Tijuca Forest, the largest urban
forest in the world. On the way to its top is the Dona Marta belvedere, from where is
possible to see the Maracana Stadium, the famous Guanabara Bay and the beautiful
Sugar Loaf. Once at the top of Corcovado Hill, it is possible to admire breath-taking
views of Copacabana, Ipanema, Leblon, Rodrigo de Freitas Lagoon and the Botanical
Garden. Every year, over a million tourists visit the international famous Pao de Acucar
(Sugar Loaf Mountain), an iconic symbol of the city of Rio de Janeiro. Its name was
given due to the to ressemblance to the traditional shape of a refined sugar loaf. The
journey to the top is made in glass cable-cars. The first cable-car takes passengers to
the top of Urca Hill, which rises 215 meters above sea level and offers spectacular
views of the entire bay and its surrounding islands. At Urca Hill, passengers take the
second cable-car to the top of Sugar Loaf, which rises 395 meters above sea level and
offers a 360 degree view of the entire city including Botafogo and Copacabana
Beaches, Corcovado Hill and Rio’s downtown.

Brazilian Falls - The Brazilian Falls are located on the western side of the Parana
State in Brazil. They were declared Natural World Heritage in the year 1986 by the
UNESCO. This Brazilian Park with 185,000 hectares (458,000 acres) borders the
Argentinean National Park and they are divided by the Iguazu River. Both parks make
this region one of the largest natural protected areas in South America. The tour starts
at the Visitor Center designed to be the gateway to the Park, operates as a visitor
boarding and landing center since to access the route of the footbridges it is necessary
to go with modern panoramic buses that make the transfer inside from the park. The
extension of the footbridges is 1,200 meters from where you get a spectacular
panoramic view of the 275 falls that make up the Iguazu Falls, of which the most
important on the Brazilian side are four: Floriano, Deodoro, Benjamin Constant and
Salto Unidn or Devil’s Throat. Once the walk is over we will reached the panoramic
elevator that allows us to get to the bus that will take us again to the access gate.

e Argentina Falls - The New Seven Wonders of Nature list, the wonderful Iguazu Falls
are located in the border that divides Brazil, Argentine and Paraguay, what gives guests
the opportunity to admire the natural show in different angles. Many observation decks,
suspended walkaways and transportation modes are disposed to provide the best
experiences. It is incredible to appreciate the immensity and strength of the water that
falls uninterruptedly. The Argentinean side has two thirds of the falls of Iguassu Falls,
what makes the visit exciting, as guests have the emotion of feeling the strength of the
waterfalls very closely. There are trails and two circuits around the park, so guests can
admire the natural phenomenon from different points of view. One of the most
incredible experiences is to go to Devil’s Throat, where is possible to see the strong
waterfall from the top. On the transfer to the Argentine side of Iguassu Falls, guests will
cross a bridge with 480 meters in length that was built in 1985, known popularly as the
"International Fraternity Bridge" although its official name is International Tancredo
Neves Bridge, connecting Brazil (Foz do Iguacu) and Argentina (Puerto Iguazu). They
arrive at the Guests Center and the Iguazu National Park Entrance, which has snack
bars, a restaurant, souvenir shops, toilets, medical attention and an interpretive
building with giant panels showing the biodiversity of the subtropical humid forest. To
get to the catwalks and see the Falls, guests take the gas-propelled train that will lead
to the Upper Falls Circuits, for walks around forests and beautiful landscapes, and
especially the Devil’s Throat, which provides one of the best views of the Falls, due to
the impact of the water that makes big clouds of steam and form an incredible
rainbow.

e SACRED VALLEY Awanacancha - A place where you can see several species of
Andean camelids such as llamas, alpacas, vicunas and guanacos. The locals will show
you their traditional weaving and dyeing techniques while telling about this ancient
tradition. It is not only interesting for you; this demonstration also contributes to
keeping traditional textile arts alive at Pisac, a beautiful village where Inca and Colonial
influences had joined creating a unique way of life of the local inhabitants. You will get
a chance to explore this quaint town, famous for its artisan markets where you can find
extraordinarily fine jewelry and ceramic and textile craftwork.

e EI Calafate National Park Los Glaciares - Visiting the Perito Moreno Glacier.
This natural monument of extraordinary beauty has been declared by UNESCO as
Humanity Patrimony. Leaving Calafate we must cover 50 miles to reach the National
Park. Once inside the park we will be able to observe the arboreal vegetation of the
Patagonia Andean forest, which is mainly from the “notofagus” family. Further on, we
will have access to the footbridges of the glacier, with fantastic panoramic viewpoints.
In this area there exists a big quantity of glaciers, and the most famous is the Perito
Moreno: it has a frontage of 3.12 miles and is 60 meters high above the level of the
Argentine Lake, and a total surface that exceeds the one from several big cities of the
world. It is one of the few glaciers that is still in full advance. During any season of the
year the visitor can enjoy its constant collapses of ice towers that break into multiple
ice floes. In variable periods of time, one unique phenomenon that calls experts and
tourists around the world is performed: the breakage of the natural dry dock that the
glacier produces while advancing over the river. This phenomenon is a spectacle of
wonderful and incomparable characteristics.
