Hong Kong Clock Tower - It was built in 1915 and listed as a statutory
monument in Hong Kong in 1990.

Hong Kong Space Museum (include ticket) - It is one of the museums
under the Leisure and Cultural Services Department, covering an area of 8,000
square meters. Construction started in 1977 and opened in October 1980.

Man Mo Temple - It is a Chinese-style temple in the early days of Hong Kong.

Dough Sculpture Craft Workshop - Hong Kong Intangible Cultural Heritage -
With a two-thousand-year history, it is a traditional Chinese folk craft.

Tim Ho Wan - Night Tea Experience ( Arrange for group registration and enjoy it
together with fellow participants) is a famous Chinese dim sum restaurant in Hong
Kong that won one Michelin star. It offers delicious dim sum at affordable prices.

LANTAU ISLAND NGONG PING 360 DAY TOUR

Tian Hau Temple - Located in Kowloon, Hong Kong, is a historic temple built in
1876, dedicated to the sea goddess Tin Hau (Mazu). Known for its traditional
Chinese architectural style and rich cultural heritage, the temple reflects the history
and culture of Hong Kong's fishing community. With its continuous incense offerings,
the temple serves as a significant place for locals and visitors to pray for safety and
peace. It's also an excellent site for those looking to learn about Hong Kong's
traditional culture.

Yau Ma Tei School - Is a renowned educational institution located in Kowloon,
Hong Kong. It is dedicated to providing high-quality education and fostering
well-rounded student development. The school offers both primary and secondary
education, emphasizing academic excellence, moral character, and social
responsibility.

Originally part of the Kowloon Waterworks, it served as
workers' quarters and workspace. The building is notable for its distinctive red brick
exterior and late 19th-century British colonial architectural style. It has been
repurposed as a cultural and arts venue for community activities and exhibitions and
is recognized as a declared monument in Hong Kong.

Avenue of Stars - is where Hong Kong honors important and outstanding figures
in the film industry. The biggest feature is that the names and handprints of
outstanding film workers left on the Hollywood Avenue of Stars are inlaid on
commemorative plaques and arranged on the Avenue of Stars in chronological
order.

Symphony of Lights - combines interactive lights of 42 buildings and two
attractions on both Hong Kong Island and Kowloon with musical effects to showcase
the vibrancy and glamorous night vista of Victoria Harbour.

Victoria Peak (include one-way cable car) - Standing on the top of the
373-meter-high Victoria Peak, you are flying across the Victoria Harbour. The city of
Hong Kong with more than 3 million inhabitants - “the Kowloon Peninsula on both
sides of the Victoria Harbour, the north shore of Hong Kong Island will be one by
one. Show it in front of your eyes. In this way, a skyscraper stands straight and
seems to be within reach.
