¢ Noboribetsu Jigokudani - Is a spectacular, appropriately named valley just

above the town of Noboribetsu Onsen, which displays hot steam vents,
sulfurous streams and other volcanic activity.

Hokkaido Shrine - In 1869 the Meiji Emperor decided to enshrine three
Shinto Deities: Sukunahikona, Ookunitama and Ookuninushi. They became the
three deities of Hokkaido. The building for the shrine was built in 1871 and was
called "Sapporo Shrine" .
