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Terracotta Warriors and Horses Museum - Step into the underground army
that has lain dormant for thousands of years and admire the exquisite craftsmanship
of ancient Chinese artisans. Experience the extraordinary power of Emperor Qin Shi
Huang as he swept across the six warring states.

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Liziba Light Rail Station Viewing Platform - Liziba Light Rail Station of
Chongging is the first cross-rail station in China that co-exists with a commercial
and residential building. The station is located on the 8th floor of a commercial
and residential building, which has become a " popular attraction" because of the
light rail passing through the building. From the observation deck, visitors can get
a close-up view of the train speeding past the building's elevated tracks.

When the lights come on after sunset, the whole area glows, showing the perfect
mix of traditional culture and modern art. Hongyadong has a long history and
used to be an important military site in ancient Chongging.

Jiefangbei Pedestrian Street - Jiefangbei Pedestrian Street is located in
Yuzhong District of Chongging, centering on Jiefangbei. It is one of the famous
commercial streets and city's fashion landmarks in the center of the city. The
area around Jiefangbei Pedestrian Street includes Minquan Road, Zourong
Road, Bayi Road and Wuyi Road, forming a commercial circle. The pedestrian
street is filled with a variety of stores and boutiques, covering a wide range of
categories, including fashion, accessories, handicrafts, food, snacks, and etc.
