NOBORIBETSU
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Noboribetsu Date Jidai Village - a history theme park highlighting the
Edo Period, one of the most attractive era in Japanese history. Step back in
time to enjoy traditional games, activities, theaters, street performances and
more. The charm of ancient Japan is abundant as you mingle with the Ninja and
Oiran courtesans so symbolic of the Edo Period.

Noboribetsu Jigokudani - is a spectacular, approprialely named valley
just above the town of Noboribetsu Onsen, which desplays hot steam vents,
sulfurous streams and other volcanic activity.

Mt. Showa-Shinzan - literally means ‘Showa new mountain’, as it formed
during the reign of Emperor hirohito, known as the Showa period.

Marine Park Nixe - is a popular theme park focusing on fish, marine
mammals, sea creatures and some other animals. More attractions include a
touch pool with small sharks, rays, and horseshoe crabs; a reptile house with
snakes, turtles and lizards. You may also have fun activities and small events
like the Parade of the king penguins (Subject to weather conditions).
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Otaru Canal - Rows of old warehouse built of stone stand along the canal.
There is a stone-paved promenade and the old-fashioned gas lamps are lit and
provide a romantic atmosphere.

Sakaimachi Street - is an attractive, preserved merchant street in central
Otaru, and famous with Kitaichi Glass and Music Box Museum.

They became the
three deities of Hokkaido. The building for the shrine was built in 1871 and was
called “Sapporo Shrine”.
