And with a quaint old lane lined with pottery
shops lead up to this famous temple. - Nishijin Textile Centre (Kimono
Show) - Here you can find a great variety of works created in the Nishijin
Spirit, like Kimono & Kimono Sashes. And you could enjoy a Kimono
show in the centre.

Ninenzaka Path & Sannenzaka Path - This is a stone road on
a hillside, the Shinto of Kiyomizu Temple. Souvenir shops, pottery
shops and restaurants line the roadside. Nearby are Yasaka Shrine,
Maruyama Park, Kodaiji Temple, and Hokanji Temple. According to the
Cultural Properties Protection Act, it is listed as an important traditional
building preservation area.

original temple hall's size.
