¢ Gyeongbok Palace - Built in 1395, Gyeongbokgung Palace is also commonly
referred to as the “Northern Palace” because it is the furthest north when compared
to the neighboring palaces. Gyeongbokgung Palace is arguably the most beautiful
and remains the grandest of all five palaces.

¢ Lotte World - is a major recreation complex in Seoul, South Korea. It consists of
a large indoor theme park, an outdoor amusement park called "Magic Island", an
artificial island on a lake linked by monorail, shopping malls, a luxury hotel, an
observation tower, a Korean folk museum, sports facilities, and movie theaters.
