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TOURIST ATTRACTIONS:

¢ Chapel Bridge - Originally built in the 14th century, the Chapel Bridge features a
distinctive covered roof adorned with paintings depicting scenes from Swiss history and
mythology. These paintings date back to the 17th century and contribute to the bridge's
cultural significance.
