道在中心小广场相交，街上有很多商店、餐馆和售卖包子、拉面、

 Kuromon Market - The traditional market in Osaka's Namba district 

has long and narrow passages lined with vendors selling fresh fish and 
agricultural products. Visitors to the market can carefully select 
products while following the cries of fishmongers.

 Osaka Castle - It is a symbol of Osaka, encompassing thirteen 
buildings that have been designated as Important Cultural Properties by 
the Japanese government.

KYOTO
 Fushimi Inari Shrine - Is the most important of several thousands 

of shrines dedicated to Inari. famous for its thousands (over 10,000) of 
closely-spaced orange torii gates that wind over the hills of Inariyama 
beyond the entrance to the shrine. Inari was seen as the patron of 
business, and merchants and manufacturers have traditionally 
worshipped Inari.

KOBE

 Kobe Harborland - A shopping and entertainment district between 
JR Kobe Station and the waterfront of Kobe's port area. The district 
offers a large selection of shops, restaurants, cafes and other 
amusements, which, together with the romantic evening atmosphere, 
have made it a popular spot for couples and tourists alike.

 Nankinmachi Chinatown - Located in central Kobe, established by 
Chinese merchants after the port opened to foreign trade in 1868. 
Named after Nanjing, it is a hub for the Chinese community in the 
Kansai Region, currently a popular tourist destination, Nankinmachi is 
known for its bustling shopping and dining scene. Its two main streets, 
which meet at a central plaza, are filled with shops, restaurants, and 
food stalls offering items like steamed buns, ramen, tapioca drinks, and 
Japanized Chinese dishes.
