¢ Imperial Palace - The current Imperial Palace is located on the former site
of Edo Castle, a large park area surrounded by moats and massive stone walls
in the center of Tokyo, a short walk from Tokyo Station. It is the residence of
Japan's Imperial Family.

¢ Asakusa Kannon Temple - Located in Asakusa 2-chome, Taito-ku, Tokyo,
Japan, it is the oldest temple in the Tokyo metropolitan area. The name of the
mountain is Golden Dragon Mountain. The main deity enshrined is Saint
Kannon. Originally belonging to the Tendai Sect, it became independent after
World War Il and became the head temple of the Sacred Kannon Sect. The
main deity of the Goddess of Mercy is known as ‘Asakusa Kannon'.

¢ Disneyland - Tokyo Disneyland in Urayasu, Japan, spans 115 acres near
Maihama Station and opened on April 15, 1983, as Disney's first park outside
the U.S. It's owned by the Oriental Land Company and features Disney
trademarks. Both Tokyo Disneyland and Tokyo DisneySea are not directly
owned or operated by Disney. With seven themed areas, it attracted about 12
million visitors in 2022, ranking fourth globally and second in Asia.

¢ Mt. Fuji - Rising above the clouds, is the symbol of Japan and has provided a
spiritual basis for the Japanese since ancient times, with the height of
3776meter. With unrivaled magnificence and a beautiful cone shape, Mt. Fuiji
has often been favored as the subject of paintings and literature throughout the
centuries, and is now globally known as the symbol of Japan.

¢ Lake Ashi (Ashinoko) - Nestled in the core of Hakone is Ashinoko, a lake
that was established in the caldera formed following the eruption of Mt. Hakone
3,000 years ago. Known for its remarkable panorama of Mt. Fuji, visible on a
clear day, Ashinoko is a must-visit during a trip to Hakone.

¢ Oshino Hakkai - Comprises eight springs in Oshino, Yamanashi, Japan.
Sourced from Mount Fuji's aquifer, these springs are a Natural Monument of
Japan, integral to the Mount Fuji World Heritage Site, and a key tourist
attraction in Yamanashi Prefecture.
