Unlike
typical folk villages, it is still inhabited, and residents volunteer as guides. Notable attractions in
the village center include the Chinese hackberry and Japanese hackberry trees.

¢ Seoraksan National Park - Mount Seorak is located in Gangwon Province on the east
coast of South Korea, with an elevation of 1708 meters. It was designated as a national park by
the South Korean government in 1970, covering an area of approximately 373 square
kilometers, making it the second-largest national park in South Korea. Due to its rich wildlife and
plant resources, it has been recognized by UNESCO as the "sole botanical reserve area in
South Korea." Mount Seorak is renowned for its beautiful maple leaves.
