Taoyuan Night Market - A well-known local night market in Taoyuan with numerous stalls.
It holds nostalgic memories for many Taoyuan residents. Classic eats include the renowned
Zhengkang beef tongue pastry, must-try sweet potato balls, crispy pork ribs, and the distinctive
fried shrimp cakes from Tou Dun.

Zhaishan Tunnel - The Zhaishan Tunnel is undoubtedly one of Kinmen’s most renowned
landmarks. An incredible feat of engineering built with immense human and material resources,
it stands as a testament to human perseverance. Often regarded as Kinmen’s most deserving
candidate for World Heritage status, the tunnel represents a bygone era and preserves the most
vivid memories of history.

Shishan Howitzer Front - is a popular military tourism site in Kinmen, notable for being the
only existing tunnel-style artillery position in Taiwan. The highlight is the cannon drill
performance, which offers visitors a chance to witness the firing process of the large 8-inch
howitzer (M115). It provides a glimpse into the heroic scenes experienced by the Nationalist
Army during the 823 Artillery Battle and other significant conflicts.

Mashan Observation Post - Mashan Observation Post is a must-visit, as it is the closest
point on Kinmen Island to Xiamen, China. This strategic military base was crucial for monitoring
activities across the strait. Many visitors come specifically to see this prominent landmark and
to reflect on the historical significance of “Return My River and Mountain.”

Chen Jinglan Western-style Mansion - This is a foreign-style mansion built in 1921 by
Chen Jinglan, an overseas Chinese businessman living in Singapore in Kinmen. It is also the
largest foreign-style mansion in Kinmen. It is a representative work of the "Fanzai House" built
by overseas Chinese in Kinmen who returned to their hometown. The pure white appearance of
Chen Jinglan's Western-style Building adds a touch of foreign flavor. The exquisite carvings and
symmetrical arches are like the construction methods of Western architecture, which are the
most impressive parts of Chen Jinglan's Western-style Building.

Ximending Shopping District - A hub for young people’s favorite activities, including
movies, trendy clothing, accessories, popular brands, imported goods, tattoos, international
cuisine, and idol singer signing events. Ximending has become a vibrant new playground for the
youth.

Shilin Official Residence Gardens - The garden is divided into the Outer Garden, Inner
Garden, Main House, Orchid Greenhouse, Rose Garden, Kaige Hall, New Orchid Pavilion, and
Ciyun Pavilion. The Inner Garden features a traditional Chinese style with winding bridges,
flowing water, rockeries, and a red Chinese-style pavilion. The Outer Garden is a Western-style
garden with flowerbeds and a wide variety of blooming flowers, creating a stunning visual effect.

Dihua OIld Street - From the simple Min Nan-style shops to the elaborate Baroque
decorations, Dihua Street has continued to serve as a hub for wholesale goods, including
northern and southern products, traditional Chinese medicine, and textiles since the restoration.
Since the late Qing Dynasty, it has remained the core of the Dadaocheng business district,
preserving its historic charm and vibrant commercial activity. It is one of Taipei’s most intact and
historically significant old streets.

Jiufen Old Street - The liveliest street in Jiufen, crowded with street vendors and food stalls.
The narrow alleys are lined with shops, offering an array of hot and aromatic snacks, including
Jiufen taro balls, grass cake, taro cake, fish balls, fish soup, chicken rolls, and more. The
abundance of delicious food makes it easy to wish for more stomachs to enjoy everything!
